Social Security was created in 
1935.  Of the 315 million US

age monthly payment is $1300.

Security Benefits one must 
work and pay into the system 
for 40 Quarters.  Social Security 
bases its benefits on the best 35 
earning years.  66 years of age 
is considered the full retirement 
age.  Each year one delays 
drawing Social Security Bene-
fits, they will increase benefits

    Grant also reviewed benefits that spouses 
are entitled to.  Even if someone has  never 
worked under Social Security, they may be 
able to get spouse’s retirement benefits if 
they are at least 62 years of age and their 
spouse is receiving retirement or disability 
benefits.   If a person is divorced, they may 
still be able to get benefits on their ex-
spouse's record if they were married for 10 
years.  The Ex-spouse does not have to con-
sent and is not informed if one applies un-
der the divorced spouse.  Surviving Spouses 
may also be eligible for benefits.
